She spent her 31-year teaching career
at East Peoria Community High School as a physical education instructor,
successful volleyball coach, and one of the first female Athletic Directors in
Illinois. Early in her teaching career, she spent summers working at Girl Scout
camps in both Illinois and Indiana and building a cabin on her property located
on the Ohio River bluffs. After retirement in 1994, she enjoyed collecting
antiques, golfing, shopping, and taking care of her yard. 
The family thanks all of the many persons who helped to care for Barb during
the latter part of her life. 
Because of the COVID-19 pandemic, there will be no funeral services at this
time. Cremation rites have been accorded and Barb will be buried at a private



family graveside service at a later date.
